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MENSAGEM DA ADMINISTRACAO

O terceiro trimestre de 2019 teve um desempenho desafiador, impactado por eventos ndo recorrentes, além
da concluséo do acordo de incoporacdo com as marcas Pizza Hut e KFC no Brasil.

As vendas nas mesmas lojas (SSS) consolidadas do trimestre foram -4,6%, com a receita liquida total
atingindo R$ 424,8 milhdes (-4,8% ) e lucro bruto de R$ 149,1 milhdes (35,1% de margem, -0,8p.p. A/A). O
EBITDA Ajustado foi de R$ 55,4 milhdes (-7,1% contra o 3T18), representando uma margem de 13,0%, uma
gueda de 0,4p.p. na comparacao anual. O lucro liquido foi de R$19,7 milhdes, 48,6% acima dos R$13,3
milhdes do 3T18. Nosso fluxo de caixa operacional permaneceu no patamar de 71,8% do EBITDA ajustado,
acima dos 69,7% do 3T18. No trimestre, eventos ndo recorrentes impactaram nossas operacdes no Brasil
e nos EUA em aproximadamente R$ 9,7 milhdes no EBITDA: no Brasil, tivemos i) despesas extras (~R$ 3,9
milh&es) com producéo terceirizada, tendo em vista a constru¢do da Cozinha Centra, e ii) impacto da saida
da Avianca (~R$ 1,9 milhdes) do mercado (outras companhias aéreas deverdo preencher o espago deixado
pela Avianca), e nos EUA, tivemos iii) o furacdo Dorian (~R$ 3,9 milhdes).

No Brasil, as vendas nas mesmas lojas tiveram reducéo de 2,8%, com EBITDA de R$ 20 milhdes (-5,6%
em relacdo ao 3T18). O segmento de Rodovias foi o principal destague, com vendas nas mesmas lojas de
1,1% e lucro operacional de R$ 24,6 milhdes, um aumento de 56,2% em relagdo ao ano passado. Apesar
da falta de feriados em 2019 (isto é, mais pessoas viajando de carro) em relagdo ao ano passado,
conseguimos sustentar um desempenho positivo de vendas nas nossas lojas, ao passo que a producao
terceirizada impactou o nosso custo com alimentos em R$ 2,3 milhdes. No segmento de Shopping Centers,
apresentamos um resultado ligeiramente negativo de 0,6% nas vendas nas mesmas lojas. No trimestre,
decidimos fechar mais duas lojas. Assim, somamos 16 lojas nos Ultimos seis meses, em linha com a nossa
estratégia de focar em lojas rentdveis. No segmento de Shoppings, 0 lucro operacional atingiu
R$ 2,0 milhdes, uma reducdo de 62,2%, devido, principalmente, aos custos maiores com a producgéo
terceirizada (R$ 1,6 milhao). A construcéo da Cozinha Central esta pronta e esperamos iniciar a producao
no final de Novembro, o que deve mitigar oimpacto causados pelos custos com alimentacéo. Por fim, o
segmento de Aeroportos contraiu 12,9% nas vendas nas mesmas lojas, com uma queda de 44,4% no lucro
operacional, em virtude da saida da Avianca do mercado e do menor trafego de passageiros nos aeroportos
e terminais em que operamos, o que afetou o desempenho da nossa receita (no ano passado, a Avianca
representou R$ 3,7 milhdes em vendas liquidas).

Nos EUA, nossos restaurantes Margaritaville e LandShark registraram queda de 4,9% nas vendas nas
mesmas lojas, com um lucro operacional estavel de US$ 6,3 milhdes. Em reais, as vendas nas mesmas
lojas tiveram queda de 7,6%, com um EBITDA de R$ 24,7 milhdes (+0,7% em relacdo ao 3T18). A falta de
turistas nas nossas principais lojas em razdo do furacdo Dorian foi o principal motivador do baixo
desempenho nas vendas nas mesmas lojas. Por outro lado, o foco no controle de custos e de despesas
ajudou a melhorar a rentabilidade, que atingiu 1,03p.p. (17,0%) em relacéo ao 3T18. No Caribe, continuamos
a apresentar margens operacionais saudaveis de 22,1% (vs. 26,8% no 3T18), com lucro operacional de R$
11,0 milhGes, apesar da queda de 5,4% no desempenho das vendas nas mesmas lojas em moeda
constante. A Colémbia continua ajudando a mitigar o desempenho negativo das nossas lojas no aeroporto
de Tocumen, no Panama. A administracdo do aeroporto decidiu realizar o soft opening (sem quaisquer
atividades de varejo) do novo terminal em junho, o que reduziu em 5,6% o trafego de passageiros no terminal
existente.

A incorporacgéo do Pizza Hut e do KFC no Brasil em 31 de outubro propiciou:

- 0 nosso acesso ao mercado de fast food, que cresceu, em média, 10% nos Ultimos anos no
Brasil;

- a nossa entrada no segundo maior mercado de pizzas do mundo, em termos de receita
(o Brasil esta atras apenas dos EUA); e

- onosso ingresso no mercado de frango, a proteina mais consumida do pais (o frango representa
50% da proteina consumida pelo brasileiro médio).
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Agora, nos também contamos com duas marcas globais emblematicas no portfélio que trazem a expertise
do negdcio de franquia, no qual poderemos crescer com mais rapidez e sem investimento de caixa (realizado
pela franqueada).

J& estamos aproveitando as oportunidades de sinergia, ao passo que a discussdo com fornecedores é
continua. Além disso, ja abrimos um novo caminho com as lojas Pizza Hut dentro de 10 lojas Frango Assado.

NGs seguiremos com o plano do Pizza Hut e do KFC, que encerraram o0 3T19 com 259 lojas, das quais 193
lojas séo da Pizza Hut e 66 lojas do KFC, sendo 13 e 20 lojas proprias, respectivamente.

Com a expanséo, planejamos, nos préximos cinco anos a partir de 2020, a abertura de 40 lojas/ano por
marca, sendo 20 lojas préprias da IMC. Em paralelo, ja temos 31 lojas da Pizza Hut em construcéo (17
préprias) e 32 KFC (20 préprias).

Quanto a estratégia da IMC, continuamos a desenvolver a nossa estratégia composta por quatro pilares, e,
com a incorporacao do Pizza Hut e do KFC, teremos nosso quinto pilar: a expansdo de ambas marcas no
Brasil.

i. A expanséao brownfield do Frango Assado no Brasil — 3/ano nos proximos 5 anos a partir de 2020
ii. Expansao de Margaritaville e LandShark nos EUA — 3/ano nos proximos 5 anos a partir de 2020
iii. Implementag&o da Cozinha Central
iv. Simplificacdo da IMC

Vasto mercado enderegavel para pizza e frango

Os mercados de pizza e frango no Brasil sdo grandes e muito fragmentados. Acreditamos que a IMC é um
dos principais players para expandir sua penetracdo em ambos mercados. O mercado de pizzas no Brasil
era de aproximadamente 36.000 restaurantes em 2018 e a Pizza Hut, uma das principais redes do mercado,
detinha apenas 0,5% de participacao (incluindo restaurantes sub-franquiados).

Em relagdo ao mercado de frango, que representou 50% da proteina consumida no Brasil per capita
segundo a Associagdo Brasileira de Proteina Animal (ABPA), e ndo tem uma forte rede de lojas, sendo a
KFC a maior com apenas 66 restaurantes no pais.

0 negdcio de franquias é atraente em termos de ROIC e oportunidades de crescimento. A variedade
de lojas ajuda a aumentar ainda mais o mercado enderegavel.

Franquia € um modelo fundamental para expandir de forma mais rapida e com um capex menor. Neste tipo
de negécio, o franqueado € responséavel pelos investimentos e pelo risco de mercado, além de pagar
royalties para o Master Franqueado. Isso ajuda a acelerar o ritmo de expansao sem necessidade de caixa
do nosso lado e ajuda a expandir em regides bem-conhecidas pelo franqueado. A variedade de lojas de
ambas marcas, que incluem entrega em domicilio / retirada na loja, praca de alimentacao e restaurantes,
também ajuda a expandir o mercado enderecavel.
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Sinergias com fornecedores, formato store-in-store e conversao de lojas

Esperamos contar com sinergias na negociacdo com fornecedores, na conversao de lojas IMC, além da
inclusédo de lojas da Pizza Hut dentro das lojas Frango Assado.

No lado de fornecedores, devemos aumentar nosso consumo de frango em 3,3x (descontando o plano de
expanséo), dobrar nossa necessidade de farinha e ter 70% mais transacfes com cartdo de crédito. Também
vemos oportunidade na aquisicdo de equipamentos e otimizac@o de despesas gerais e administrativas.

Também estamos analisando a conversao de nossas lojas Viena em Pizza Hut e/ou KFC.

Além disso, vamos implementar o formato store-in-store, no qual poderemos ter um espaco do Pizza Hut
dentro dos restaurantes do Frango Assado. Isso deve dar acesso ao Pizza Hut para os mais de 1,5 milh&o
de clientes que vao no Frango Assado todo més, além de ajudar o desempenho dessas lojas, ja que ira atrair
clientes interessados no Pizza Hut. Atualmente temos 10 Frango Assados sendo adaptados para ter um
espaco de Pizza Hut.

Plano de expansao para os proximos 5 anos

Planejamos a abertura de 40 lojas/ano por marca nos proximos cinco anos a partir de 2020, sendo 50% lojas
proprias da IMC. Em paralelo, j& temos 31 lojas da Pizza Hut e 32 do KFC sob construcdo, sendo 17 e 20
préprias, respectivamente.

Familia Martins com ~13% e YUM! com ~2% das ago6es
Apo6s a incorporacgéo, a familia Martins detém ~13% das acdes da IMC, sendo que a YUM! detém mais ~2%.

Novos Conselheiros com histérico forte nos negécios de alimentagao e franquia

O novo Conselho de Administracéo ja foi instaurado com trés novos membros. Os Srs. Charles e Lincoln
Martins, integrantes da familia Martins, trazem suas fortes experiéncias em franquia, enquanto o Sr. Joseph
Call, Vice-Presidente de Desenvolvimento Global da Pizza Hut na YUM!, contribui com seu conhecimento
global vindo da matriz proprietaria das marcas.

Assim, adicionamos membros com forte histérico nos mercados de alimentacao e franquias.

No 3T19, as vendas consolidadas nas mesmas lojas tiveram decréscimo de 4,6% em reais e queda de 4,9%
em moeda constante.

No Brasil, o0 segmento de Rodovias apresentou aumento de 1,1% no 3T19 em func&o do aumento de fluxo
nas rodovias de 1,2%, apesar do impacto pela falta de feriados em 2019 em relacdo a 2018. As vendas nas
mesmas lojas do segmento de Aeroportos tiveram reducéo de 12,9%, sendo negativamente impactadas em
virtude da saida da Avianca do mercado e do menor trafego de passageiros nos aeroportos. No segmento
de Shoppings, apresentamos vendas nas mesmas lojas ligeiramente negativas de 0,6%. Logo, as vendas
nas mesmas lojas consolidadas no Brasil registraram queda de 2,8%.

No 3T19, as vendas nas mesmas lojas nos EUA tiveram queda de 4,9% em reais e de 7,6% em délares
americanos, principalmente por conta do furacdo Dorian e o0 impacto que este causou no fluxo de turistas
nas cidades.

O Caribe encerrou o 3T19 com vendas nas mesmas lojas de -10,3% em reais e de -5,4% em moeda
constante, visto que o desempenho positivo na Colémbia foi compensado pelo baixo desempenho nos
aeroportos do Panama4, principalmente por conta da realizacdo do soft opening do novo terminal no
aeroporto, que afetou o fluxo de clientes nos nossos restaurantes.

No 3T19, o EBITDA ajustado da IMC teve queda de 7,1%, com reducéo de 0,40p.p. nas margens em relagéo
ao 3T18, atingindo R$ 55 milhdes, com margem de 13,0%.

No Brasil, o EBITDA foi de R$ 20 milhdes (com margem de 8,6%), uma queda de 5,6% em relacdo ao 3T18.

No Brasil, 0 EBITDA atingiu R$ 20,0 milhdes, 5,6% menor que no mesmo periodo do ano anterior, com uma
margem de 8,6%, -0,22p.p. em comparacdo com o 3T18.

A receita operacional no Brasil foi de R$ 231,8 milhées no 3T19, uma queda de 3,2% em relagdo ao 3T18.

As informagdes ndo contabeis ou derivadas de niumeros néo contabeis, bem como as informag8es descritas
como histéricas comparaveis, ndo foram revisadas pelos auditores independentes.
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GLOSSARIO

Abertura liqguida de lojas: As referéncias a “abertura liquida de loja”, “fechamento liquido de loja”
ou expressdes similares correspondem a soma das aberturas e reaberturas de lojas em
determinado periodo menos o fechamento de lojas de tal periodo.

Companhia: International Meal Company Alimentacéo S.A. ou IMCASA.

EBITDA e EBITDA ajustado: A Companhia calcula o EBITDA como o lucro liquido antes do
imposto de renda e da contribuicdo social, das receitas (despesas) financeiras e da depreciacéo e
amortizacao.

O EBITDA ajustado reflete 0 EBITDA, ajustado para excluir os efeitos de transacdes consideradas
pela Administracdo como sendo nao representativas do curso normal dos negécios e/ou nao
impactam a geracdo de caixa, como provisdes para os fechamentos de lojas, despesas com
reestruturacdo corporativa e despesas com servicos de consultoria relativas a implementacao de
projetos.

De acordo com os principios contabeis adotados no IFRS, o EBITDA e o EBITDA ajustado nao sao
medidas de desempenho financeiro e ndo devem ser considerados como alternativa ao lucro
liquido, como indicador de desempenho operacional, como alternativa ao fluxo de caixa
operacional ou como indicador de liquidez.

Em razéo do nosso céalculo do EBITDA nao considerar o imposto de renda e a contribuicéo social,
as receitas (despesas) financeiras, a depreciacdo e a amortiza¢do, o EBITDA funciona como um
indicador do nosso desempenho financeiro geral, que ndo é afetado por alteracdes das aliquotas
do imposto de renda e da contribuicéo social, por flutuacdes das taxas de juros ou pelos niveis de
depreciacao e amortizacao.

Consequentemente, acreditamos que o EBITDA ajustado funciona como uma ferramenta
comparativa significativa para mensurar, periodicamente, o nosso desempenho operacional, bem
como para embasar determinadas decisdes de natureza administrativa. Acreditamos que o
EBITDA ajustado permite-nos entender melhor o nosso desempenho financeiro, a nossa
capacidade de pagamento dos juros e principal da nossa divida e a contrair mais dividas para
financiar os nossos dispéndios de capital e 0 nosso capital de giro.

Contudo, uma vez que o EBITDA ajustado n&o considera certos custos inerentes aos nossos
negocios, que poderiam, por sua vez, afetar significativamente 0s nossos lucros, tais como juros,
impostos, depreciacado, dispéndios de capital e outros encargos correspondentes, o EBITDA
apresenta limitacdes que afetam seu uso como indicador da nossa rentabilidade.

Master franquia: um acordo por meio do qual uma companhia concede a uma pessoa ou a um
negocio o direito de vender seus produtos ou servicos em determinada area ou em determinado
pais. Uma master franquia geralmente detém o controle dos direitos de franquia de uma regiao
geogréafica inteira.

Vendas nas mesmas lojas: corresponde as vendas de lojas abertas ha mais de 18 meses e que
mantiveram operacdes em periodos comparaveis, excluindo as lojas que estiveram
temporariamente fechadas. Se uma loja estiver incluida no calculo de vendas de lojas comparaveis
por apenas uma parte de um dos periodos comparados, entdo essa loja sera incluida no céalculo
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da parcela correspondente do outro periodo. Alguns dos motivos para o fechamento temporario de
nossas lojas incluem reforma ou remodelagem, reconstrucéo, construcéo de rodovias e desastres
naturais. Quando houver uma variagdo na area de uma loja incluida nas vendas de lojas
comparaveis, a loja sera excluida das vendas de lojas comparaveis. A variacao das vendas nas
mesmas lojas € uma medida utilizada no mercado varejista como indicacdo do desempenho de
estratégias e iniciativas comerciais implementadas, e também representam as tendéncias da
economia local e dos consumidores. As nossas vendas sdo contabilizadas e analisadas com base
na moeda funcional de cada pais em que operamos. Portanto, como as nossas informacdes
financeiras séo convertidas e demonstradas em reais, a moeda brasileira, utilizando-se taxas
cambiais médias dos periodos comparados, os valores de vendas em uma mesma loja podem
apresentar ganhos ou perdas resultantes da variagdo cambial da moeda do pais onde se localiza
essa mesma loja. Vendas nas mesmas lojas ndo € uma medida de desempenho financeiro
segundo as praticas contabeis adotadas no Brasil (BR GAAP) ou as normas internacionais de
contabilidade (IFRS). Vendas nas mesmas lojas ndo tém um significado padronizado no mercado,
e nossa definicdo pode ndo ser a mesma definicdo de vendas nas mesmas lojas utilizada por outras
companhias.

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MESSAGE FROM MANAGEMENT

The third quarter 2019 had a challenging performance that were impacted by one-off events and also a
quarter in which we concluded a transformational merger for IMC with the incorporation of Pizza Hut and
KFC brands in Brazil.

The consolidated SSS for the quarter reached 4.6% negative with net revenue reaching R$ 424.8 million (-
4.8% YoY) with gross profit at R$149.1 million (35.1% margin, -80bps YoY). Adjusted EBITDA reached
R$55.4 million (-7.1% vs 3Q18) representing a margin of 13.0%, a 40bps decrease YoY. Net profit of R$19.7
million, 48.6% above the R$13.3 million from 3Q18. Our operating cash flow stood at 71.8% of the adjusted
EBITDA, above the 69.7% from 3Q18. The One-off events during the quarter impacted our operations in
Brazil and the US by an estimate of R$9.7 million (in the EBITDA): in Brazil we have i) extra expenses
(~R$3.9 million) with outsourced production given the construction of our Central Kitchen and ii) the impact
(~R$1.9 million) with Avianca leaving the market (other airlines should fulfill the empty slots left by Avianca.)
and in the US we had iii) the Hurricane Dorian (~R$3.9 million).

In Brazil, Same Store Sale reduced by 2.8% with EBITDA of R$20.0 million (-5.6% YoY). The road segment
was the main highlight with SSS of 1.1% and an operating income of R$24.6 million, 56.2% above last year.
Despite the lack of holidays in 2019 (holidays means more people driving to travel) compared to 3Q18, we
were able to sustain a positive performance in sales, on the other hand, the outsourced production impacted
in R$2.3 million our food cost. On the Malls side, we reported a slightly negative SSS of 0.6%. During the
quarter, we took the decision to close another two stores, reaching 16 in the last 6 months, in line with our
strategy to focus on profitable stores. Malls operating income reached R$2.0 million a 62.2% reduction mostly
on the back of the higher costs with the outsourced production (R$1.6 million). The construction of the Central
Kitchen is done and we expect to start production late November that should alleviate the impact on food
costs. Lastly, the Air business had a 12.9% SSS contraction and a 44.4% decline in its operating income,
with Avianca leaving the market and lower passenger traffic at airports and terminals that we operate affecting
our top-line performance (last year Avianca represented R$3.7 million in net sales).

In the US, our Margaritaville and LandShark restaurants posted a 7.6% SSS decline with an EBITDA flat at
US$6.3 million. In Brazilian reais, the SSS reduced by 4.9% and operating income reached R$24.7 million
(+0.7% YoY). The lack of tourists in our key stores driven by the hurricane Dorian was the main reason
behind SSS underperformance. On the other hand, focus on costs and expenses control helped to improve
profitability by 103bps YoY to 17.0%. For the Caribbean, we continue to post healthy operating margins at
22.1% (vs. 26.8% 3Q18) with EBITDA of R$11.0 million, despite the SSS performance that was down 5.4%
in constant currency. Colombia continues to help to mitigate the negative performance in our stores at the
Panama’s Tocumen Airport. The airport administration took the decision to make a soft opening (without any
retail) of the new terminal in June, reducing by 5.6% the passenger flow within the existing terminal.

With the incorporation of Pizza Hut and KFC in Brazil last October 315t we are:

e Accessing the fast food market, that grew on average 10% in the past years in Brazil

e Entering the second largest pizza market in the World, in terms of revenues (Brazil is only
behind the US)

e Joining the Chicken market, being chicken the most consumed protein in the country
(Chicken is 50% of the average protein consumed by the Brazilian).

We also count with two global iconic brands in the portfolio that bring together the know-how of the franchise
business, where we can grow faster and without a cash investment (done by the franchisee).

We already started accessing the synergies opportunities, meanwhile the discussion with suppliers is
ongoing, we broke the ground already for the store-in-store of Pizza Hut at 10 Frango Assados.

We will continue with Pizza Hut and KFC plan. The two business ended the 3Q19 with 259 stores, being 193
Pizza Hut and 66 KFC and 13 and 20 own stores, respectively.
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The expansion planned is 40 stores per year per brand being 20 done by IMC (equity) for the next 5 years
beginning in 2020. In addition to that, we have 31 Pizza Hut stores under construction (17 owned) and 32
KFC (20 owned).

On IMC’s strategy side, we continue with the development of our four pillars strategy and, with the
incorporation of Pizza Hut and KFC, we added a fifth pillar: The expansion of the two brands in Brazil.

Vast addressable market for pizza and chicken

Both pizza and chicken markets in Brazil are big and fragmented. We believe that IMC is one of the key
players to expand its penetration on both segments. The pizza market in Brazil had roughly 36,000
restaurants in 2018 and Pizza Hut, one of the leading groups, had only 0.5% market share (including
franchisee restaurants).

On the chicken side, it represented 50% of the average protein consumed in Brazil per capita, according to
the Associacédo Brasileira de Proteina Animal (ABPA — Brazilian Association of Animal Protein), and without
a strong store chain, being KFC the largest with only 66 restaurants nationally.

Franchise business is attractive in terms of ROIC and growth opportunity. Variety of stores increase
even further the addressable market.

The Franchise is a key model when we look at expansion on a faster pace with lower capex. In this type of
business the franchisee takes the investments and the market risk; meanwhile it pays royalties to the Master
Franchisee. This should help to increase the pace in terms of expansion with no cash necessity. The variety
of stores on both brands, which includes Delivery/in-store pick up, food hall and dine-in restaurants, also
helps to increase the addressable market.

Synergies from suppliers, store-in-store and store conversion.

We expect synergies to come from suppliers negotiation, conversion of existing IMC’s stores and also to the
store-in-store of Pizza Hut at our Frango Assado locations.

On the supply side, we should increase our chicken purchase by 3.3x (without the expansion plan), double
our flour necessity and have credit card transactions 70% higher. We also see opportunity with the acquisition
of equipments and G&A optimization.

We are also analyzing the conversion of our Viena stores to become a Pizza Hut and/or KFC.

We will also implement a store-in-store format, in which we have a Pizza Hut corner inside Frango Assado
restaurants. That should give Pizza Hut access to over 1.5 million customers that goes to Frango Assado
every month and also should help to attract customers interested in Pizza Hut. Currently we have 10 Frango
Assado’s being adapted to receive a Pizza Hut corner.

Expansion Plan for the next 5 years

We estimate to open at least 40 stores per brand per year the next 5 years beginning in 2020. 50% of that
will be IMC’s own stores. On top of that, currently we have 31 Pizza Hut and 32 KFC under construction,
being 17 and 20 owned stores, respectively.

Martins Family with ~13% and YUM! with ~2% of the shares
After the incorporation, the Martins family holds ~13% of IMC’s shares with YUM! holding another ~2%.

New Board Members with strong background related to food and franchise businesses

The new Board of Directors are already in place and three of them are new to IMC. Charles and Lincoln
Martins, part of the Martins Family, with a strong background over the franchise business, and Joseph Call,
a Pizza Hut VP of Global Development at YUM!, that brings a global knowledge from the owner of the brands.

With that we add board members with strong background related to food and franchise businesses.

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In 3Q19, consolidated same store sales came to a 4.6% decrease in Brazilian Reais and a 4.9% contraction

in constant currency.

In Brazil, Roads accumulated a 1.1% increase in 3Q19 following the road traffic growth of 1.2%, although the
impacted by the lack of holidays in 2019 vs 2018. The Air segment had its same store sales reduced by
12.9%, negatively impacted by Avianca leaving the market and the lower passenger flow. The Mall segment
was slightly negative at 0.6%. Thus, Brazil’s overall same store sales came to a 2.8% decrease.

USA'’s same store sales in 3Q19 was down 4.9% in Reais and 7.6% down in US$, mostly on the back of the
hurricane Dorian and the impact over the tourist flow in the cities.

The Caribbean finished 3Q19 with a SSS of -10.3% in Reais and -5.4% in constant currency, as Colombia’s
positive performance was offset by lower performance in Panama airports — mostly due to the soft opening
of the new terminal in the airport that affected customer flow in our restaurants.

In 3Q19, IMC’s Adjusted EBITDA was down by 7.1% with margins reducing by 40bps vs.3Q18, reaching
R$55M with a 13.0% margin.

In Brazil, EBITDA reached R$20M (with an 8.6% margin), down 5.6% YoY. The Road segment was up by
56.2% YoY reaching R$25M with an 18.7% margin (+579 bps) with tax credits offseting the higher costs with
our outsourced production, meanwhile the kitchen is being built. The Airport segment posted an R$8M
operating income a drop of 44.4%, mostly on the back of Avianca leaving the market (R$3.7M in revenues in
the 3Q18) and lower passenger traffic at the main airports. In the Malls segment operating income was
reduced by 62.2% to R$2M (3.8% margin) mainly on the back of higher food cost (R$1.6M) with the
outsourced production.

In the US, EBITDA was slightly above (+0.7%) last year and reached R$25M (17.0% margin). Although the
impacts from Hurricane Dorian on our sales performance, we were able to manage our costs and expenses.

In the Caribbean, EBITDA reached R$11M and margin was at 22.7% compared to 26.8% in 3Q18. The soft
opening of the new terminal at the Panama Airport is the main reason behind the underperformance.

In Brazil, EBITDA reached R$20.0 million, 5.6% decrease YoY, with margins reaching 8.6%, -22bps
compared to 3Q18.

Brazilian operation’s top line in 3Q19 reached R$231.8 million, down 3.2% vs 3Q18. Besides the positive
performance of the road business, Avianca leaving the market and the downsizing of the Malls operation is
the main reason behind the drop.

On the margin side, the tax credits from the Road business offset the impacts from outsourcing the production
due to the Central Kitchen construction and Avianca leaving the market.

The Roads segment operating income increased by 56.2% in 3Q19, reaching R$ 24.6 million with an 18.7%

margin (up 579bps). The highlights in terms of performance in 3Q19 were:

Same Store Sales was up by 1.1%, helped by the gas station business as the restaurants revenues were impacted by
the lack of holidays in 2019 vs 2018. Our SSS followed the road traffic for light vehicles that grew +1.2%within IMC’s
system. Revenues increased by 7.9% helped by the tax credit that impacted top line by R$9.5 million.

On the operating side, we had the impact of the outsourced production in our costs (R$ 2.3 million) related to
the construction of the Central Kitchen that was offset by the tax credit.

The Air segment operating income reached R$7.6 million in 3Q19 (from R$13.7million in 3Q18), with a 15.4%
margin (down 664bps YoY).

In 3Q19, SSS was down at 7.6%, mostly on the back of the hurricane. Meanwhile the food business posted

a decrease of 6.7%, the retail posted a 16.6% decrease, corroborating with a sector view of declining of
stores’ merchandise.

Net store openings: References to “net store openings”, “net store closures” or similar expressions
correspond to the sum of stores opened or reopened in a given period less the sum of the stores
closed in the same period.

Company: International Meal Company Alimentacao S.A. or IMCASA.

EBITDA and Adjusted EBITDA: The Company calculates EBITDA as net income, before income
tax and social contribution tax, financial income (expenses) and depreciation and amortization.

Adjusted EBITDA reflects EBITDA, adjusted to exclude the effects of transactions deemed by
management as being unrepresentative of the normal course of business and/or do not impact cash
generation, such as provisions for store closures, corporate restructuring expenses, consulting
expenses related to projects’ implementation.

According to the accounting practices adopted in IFRS, EBITDA and the Adjusted EBITDA is not a
measure of financial performance and should not be considered as an alternative to net income as
an indicator of operating performance, as an alternative to operating cash flow, or as an indicator
of liquidity.

Due to the fact that the calculation of EBITDA does not consider the income tax and social
contribution tax, financial income (expense), depreciation and amortization, EBITDA is an indicator
of the Company’s overall financial performance, which is unaffected by changes in income tax and
social contribution tax rates, fluctuations in interest rates or levels of depreciation and amortization.

Therefore, the Company believes that Adjusted EBITDA serves as a significant comparative tool to
measure, periodically, its operating performance and to base certain decisions of an administrative
nature. The Company believes that Adjusted EBITDA provides a better understanding of not only
of its financial performance, but also its ability to pay interest and principal on its debt and to incur
more debt to finance its capital expenditures and working capital.

However, because Adjusted EBITDA does not consider certain costs inherent in its business, which
could, in turn, significantly affect earnings, such as interest, taxes, depreciation, capital expenditures
and other related charges, EBITDA has limitations that affect its use as an indicator of the
Company’s profitability.

Master Franchise: an arrangement where a company allows one person or business the right to
sell its products or services in a particular area or country. A master franchise typically involves
control of the franchise rights for an entire geographical region.

Same-store sales (SSS): corresponds to the sales of stores that have been opened for more than
eighteen months and have maintained operations in comparable periods, excluding stores that were
temporarily closed. If a store is included in the calculation of comparable store sales for only a part
of one of the periods compared, then this store will be included in the calculation of the
corresponding portion of another period. Some of the reasons for the temporary closure of the
Company’s stores include renovation or remodeling, rebuilding, road construction and natural
disasters. When there is a variation in the area of a store included in comparable store sales, said
store is excluded from the comparable store sales. The variations in same-store sales is a measure
used in the retail market as an indicator of the performance of the implemented business strategies
