Pela
quinta leitura Nielsen consecutiva, a marca Seara manteve sua lideranca de mercado no segmento de congelados, com 23,4% de share valor (+1,7ppts vs. a
2° marca), e assumiu a lideranca no mercado de produtos meat-less com a linha Incrivel Seara® , além de crescer na categoria de frango orgdnico, com a
Linha Seara Orgdnico®. Ainda, a Seara tem consolidado suas inovacdes lancadas em 2019 e vem entregando resultados recordes nas linhas Incrivel Seara®,
Seara Gourmei® e Seara Nature®.

A Friboi continua consolidando sua posicdo como principal marca de carne bovina no mercado brasileiro e vem expandindo suas parcerias estratégicas por
meio do programa Agougue Nota 10®, um novo modelo de comercializagdo de carne bovina, gue tem como objetivo desenvolver um canal especial de
vendas em varegjistas e ajudda-los a operar seus acougues, formando profissionais, evitando desperdicios e diferenciando o seu produto no ponto de venda.

No ME, a receita liquida teve crescimento de 10,6%, atingindo R$3,3Bi, em virtude de um aumento de 27,3% nos precos, que foi parcialmente compensado
por uma reducdo de 13,2% nos volumes.

Companhia também vem investindo em iniciativas para oferecer mais produtos de maior valor agregado no mercado externo e, em fevereiro deste ano,
lancou na Gulfood 2020, a maior feira de alimentos e bebidas do mundo promovida em Dubai, a marca Farms Friboi®.

| Na Austrdlia, o cendrio desafiador de disponibilidade de gado, em conjunto com o fechamento tempordario e sazonal de algumas plantas na regido Norte do
pais, que ocorreram devido as chuvas, impactaram o volume de produgdo do frimestre. As vendas internacionais da JBS Australia registraram crescimento de
4% na comparacdo anual, devido a pre¢cos mais elevados e impacto do cédmbio.

| A Primo Foods continua excedendo seus volumes de producdo, diversificando o portfélio com novos lancamentos inovadores, principalmente no segmento
de snacks.

O EBITDA totalizou US$128,8Mi no 1720, um aumento de 22,2% na comparacdo anual, com margem de 8,7%.

O resultado no frimestre decorreu da boa oferta de suinos nos EUA e pela demanda sdlida por carne suina no mercado domeéstico e internacional, somado a
diferenciada performance operacional da unidade.

No 1720, as vendas internacionais da JBS USA Pork cresceram 56% em volume, comparadas ao 17119, com destaque para o crescente volume das exportacoes
para o mercado Chinés, que passou a importar cortes suinos em incremento aos tradicionais miudos. A unidade acredita que a reabertura da China, apos os
efeitos da COVID-19, e a continuidade do impacto da febre suina africana, indicam que aquele pais continuard na lideranca das importacdes globais de
proteina suina por algum tempo.

A Plumrose continua ampliando sua presenca no segmento de alimentos preparados nos EUA como consequéncia do forte desempenho operacional e
crescimento de volumes. Em abril, iniciaram-se os frabalhos de construcdo da planta para produgdo de bacon pre-cozido e cozido, em Moberly — Missouri,
com capacidade para 24 milhdes de Lbs/ano, a qual entrard em operacdo em 2021.

Nos EUA, o mercado vinha acompanhando os movimentos normais de sazonalidade no inicio do 1720, até serimpactado pela brusca mudanca de demanda
nos canais de varejo e food service devido ao Covid-19. O segmento mais commodity foi especialmente volatil no trimestre e o mercado permaneceu
desafiador em comparacdo a 2019.

A PPC continuou a melhorar o desempenho em relacdo ao setor em todos os seus segmentos de negdcios. A unidade se adaptou de forma agil as mudangas
da demanda nos canais de vendas, alterando o mix de produ¢cdo, com o apoio dos clientes chave, além do forfe foco em execucdo dos seus
colaboradores, diversidade geogrdfica da sua plataforma de producdo e presenca em todas as categorias de tamanhos das aves.

No Meéxico, as condicdes macroecondmicas mais fracas persistram por mais tempo do que o esperado, e confribuiram para reducdo nos gastos do
consumidor, que foi parcialmente compensada pelo aumento da participacdo de produtos diferenciados e forte execucdo.

Na Europa, as operacodes voltaram a apresentar resultados robustos no 1720 e as operacdes recém adquiridas na Europa também tiveram bom desempenho
e continuaram a gerar EBITDA positivo.

Net revenue of R$5.8Bn, 39.0% higher than 1Q19, boosted by a 14.5% growth in sales volume and 22.2% in average sales prices.
EBITDA for the quarter was R$983.6Mn, an impressive 253.8% increase, with EBITDA margin of 16.9%.

For the domestic market, net revenue was R$2.9Bn, a 24.7% increase over 1Q19, with 3.8% higher volumes and 17.5% higher prices. Processed Foods category
was the highlight, posting an increase of 8.4% in volumes sold and 8.1% in average sales prices for this period.

Seara continues increasing its preference with the Brazilian consumer through a strategy based on quality, innovation and execution. For the fifth consecutive
Nielsen assessment, Seara maintained its market leadership in the frozen food category, with 23.4% of the share in value (+1.7ppts vs 2nd brand) and reached
the leadership in the meat-less products market with the Incrivel Seara® line, in addition to growing in the organic chicken category, with the Seara Organico®
line. Additionally, Seara has consolidated its innovation launched in 2019 and has been delivering record results in Incrivel Seara®, Seara Gourmet® and Seara
Nature® product lines.

In the export market, net revenue was R$2.9 billion, a 64.1% growth over 1Q19, boosted by an increase of 27.7% in volumes sold and 28.5% higher prices.

EBITDA for the quarter was R$338.1Mn, which corresponds to a 73.4% growth over 1Q19, with a 4.1% margin.
In the domestic market, net revenue was R$4.9 billion, a 28.6% increase over 1Q19, due to a growth of 7.2% in volumes and 19.9% in prices.

Friboi continues to consolidate its position as the main beef brand in the Brazilion market and has been expanding its strategic partnerships through the
Acougue Nota 10® program, a new model of beef sale, which aims to develop a special sales channel in retailers and help them manage their butchers,
training professionals, avoiding waste and differentiating their product at the point of sale.

In the export market, net revenue increased 10.6%, reaching R$3.3 billion, due to a growth of 27.3% in prices, partially offset by a reduction of 13.2% in volumes
sold.

The Company is also investing in initiatives to offer products with higher value-added in the export market and in February this year launched during Gulfood
2020, the largest food and beverages fair in the world held in Dubai, the Farms Friboi® brand.

Net revenue was US$5.2Bn for the quarter, an increase of 3.1% compared to 1Q19, driven by an increase of 4.2% in volumes sold which more than offset a
reduction of 1.1% in average sales prices.

EBITDA was US$244.2Mn, with EBITDA margin of 4.7% in 1Q20.
JBS USA Beef improved its product mix and contfinued to grow the volume of value-added programs. After the end of the quarter, JBS USA concluded the

acquisition of Empire Packing, in the United States, announced at the end of last year, reinforcing its performance in the case ready segment. This acquisition,
adds additional capacity to the existing case ready business, and places JBS USA as one of the 3 main case ready operators in the country.

Beef exports for JBS USA Beef, in the United States, performed above the American market rates, which grew 10.5% compared to exported volumes for the
same period in 2019. The main import markets for US beef products in the period were Japan, South Korea, Mexico and Canada.

In Australia, the challenging cattle availability scenario coupled with temporary and seasonal shutdown of some plants in the northern region of the country,
which occurred due fo the rains, impacted production volumes for the quarter. JBS Australia international sales posted 4% growth in the annual comparison,
due to higher prices and FX rate impact.

Primo Foods' prepared food operation contfinues to exceed its production volumes, diversifying the portfolio with new innovative launches, mainly in the snack
segment.

Net revenue was US$1.5Bn in 1Q20, a 11.3% increase in relation to 1Q19, due to a 6.1% growth in average prices and 4.9% in volumes sold for the period.
EBITDA was US$128.8Mn in 1Q20, an increase of 22.2% in the annual comparison, with an EBITDA margin of 8.7%.

JBS USA Pork results were due to the good supply of hogs in the United States and the solid pork demand in the domestic and international markets, as well as
the strong operational performance of this business unit.

In 1Q20, JBS USA Pork international sales grew 56% in volume, compared to 1Q19, highlighting the increasing export volumes to the Chinese market, which
started importing pork cuts in addition to the traditional offals. The country's reopening, following the effects of COVID-19, and the continued impact of the
african swine fever indicate that China will continue to lead the global pork imports for some fime.

Plumrose continues to expand its presence in the prepared food segment in the United States, as a result of strong operational performance and volume
growth. In April, this business unit began the construction of a new plant for the production of pre-cooked and cooked bacon, in Moberly — Missouri, with a
capacity of 24 million pounds/year, which will start operating in 2021.

In the USA, the market tracked normal seasonality initially during Q1 before wider implementations of travel and movement restrictions due to Covid-19 disrupted
retail and foodservice channel demand. The large bird deboning market was especially volatile during the quarter and remained challenging compared to 2019.

PPC continued to improve its relative performance versus the industry across all its business units. The unit also adapted quickly to the change in channel demand
by shiffing the mix of its production capabilities, supported by its close partnerships with Key Customers, strong focus in execution by PPC's team members, the
geographical diversity of its footprint, and its presence across all bird size categories.

In Mexico, revenue was stable. Market environment during Q1 was difficult as weak macro conditions persisted longer than expected, contributing to
uncertainties in consumer spending. PPC’s increased share of non-commodity products, strong execution, and growth in prepared foods, have helped to partially
offset the weakness.

In Europe, the legacy operations once again delivered robust results in Q1 and the newly acquired European operations also performed well and confinued to
generate positive EBITDA.
