Processing of remaining mineral inventory by SAMA

Eternit S.A. — Under Court-Supervised Reorganization (B3: ETER3, “Company” or
“Eternit”), complementing the Material Fact notices disclosed on February 11, 2019 and May
31, 2019, hereby informs its shareholders and the market that it will be processing the
remaining mineral extracted prior to the suspension of mining activities by the company on
February 11, 2019, available at SAMA’s facilities, backed by the effect of Law no. 20,514 of
July 16, 2019 of the State of Goiés, regulated by Decree no. 9,518 of September 24, 2019,
which authorizes, for exclusively export purposes, the extraction and processing of chrysotile
asbestos.

The processing of mineral already extracted will be temporary in nature, does not mean the
resumption of mining operations and will result in exports of around 24,000 tons of asbestos
fiber.

Eternit will keep its shareholders and the market informed of further developments on this
matter.
